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Why is faith and work such an important subject?





In this course we take a broad view of work.  Work can be paid or unpaid, voluntary, study, unwaged, retired, home and family based and so on.


Work is what ever we do creatively during the day that engages us and tires us out.





We can spend a lot of our time at work.  Our identity is often rooted in our work or in the different roles we occupy.
